GARRETT’S STORY

In December 2006, prior to his first birthday, Garrett Owens was rushed to a local
hospital, with a fever of 105 degrees and difficulty breathing. He was diagnosed with
RSV (Respiratory Syncytial Virus) — a major cause of respiratory illness in young chil-
dren that affects the lungs and breathing passages —and  pneumonia.

In late March 2007, it was determined that a double lung transplant was Garrett’s
only hope for survival.

On Monday, April 23", Garrett received a full lung transplant. The surgery was a
success, but Garrett’s situation is far from over.

The costs associated with Garrett’s transplant, even with the benefit of insurance cov-

erage, are astronomical and have exceeded $150,000.00. The costs of Garrett’s anti-
rejection medications, continued medical care, and regular trips back to St. Louis for
